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March 2022 Summary 

The Atlantic High Pressure system 

dominated the weather pattern 

during the month of March. However, 

low-level moisture coupled with 

unstable conditions produced 

occasional cloudy skies and scattered 

showers across our Islands. Total 

rainfall for the month of March 2022 

at the Argyle International Airport 

(A.I.A) was 55.3 mm (2.17 inches), 

while at E.T. Joshua-Arnos Vale was 

64.9 mm (2.60 inches). Island-wide 

the highest monthly rainfall total was 

223.4 mm (8.80 inches) which was 

recorded at Dallaway station.

Water and Sewage Authority (CWSA) are strongly advised 

to monitor the water situation and urge the public to 

conserve water. All pipe leaks should be reported and 

repaired immediately to avoid wastage. 

Agriculture: To ensure food security, farmers are advised to 

make preparations to employ conservation and irrigation 

practices. 

Health: Due to the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, water 

availability should be monitored as it is critical for the 

purpose of sanitization. Conversely, the presence of 

stagnant water after rainfall may promote the breeding of 

mosquitoes. Anti-mosquito fogging operation and public 

awareness campaigns should continue.
